An Annual Meeting of The Mayor and Borough Council of The Borough of Glen Ridge was held on Wednesday, January 2nd, 2008 in the Council Chamber of The Municipal Building, Glen Ridge, New Jersey at 
7:00 p. m.

Municipal Clerk Rohal called upon Councilman – Elect Stuart K. Patrick to present himself to The Clerk for the purpose of subscribing to the Oath Of Office.


Municipal Clerk Rohal called upon Councilwoman – Elect Linda W. Seyffarth to present herself to The Clerk for the purpose of subscribing to the Oath Of Office.


Municipal Clerk Rohal Called upon Mayor – Elect Peter A. Hughes to present himself to The Clerk for the purpose of subscribing to the Oath Of Office.
     Mayor Hughes called the meeting to order and read a prepared statement that adequate notice of this meeting had been provided to the public as required by statutes.
Present:  Mayor Hughes, Councilpersons Sachs, Seyffarth, Baker, Dawson, Lisovicz and Patrick.
Absent:  None.
The following Borough Officer was in attendance: Borough Attorney Malyska, Public Safety Director Magnier, Director Of Planning And Development Zichelli and Certified Finance Officer Goldberg.
It was moved by Councilperson Baker, seconded by Councilperson Patrick that Councilman Sachs’ name be placed in nomination to serve as President of the Borough Council for the year  2008.  No further nominations were offered.  The Motion was adopted by an aye and no vote;  Councilpersons Sachs, Seyffarth, Baker, Dawson, Lisovicz and Patrick voting aye and noes none.  Mayor Hughes declared that Councilman Sachs will serve as this Council’s President for the year  2008  and he offered him his congratulations.
Mayor Hughes recognized Congressman William Pascrell and his staff assistant Nancy Everitt.

Mayor Hughes also recognized former Councilwoman and Essex County liaison to County Executive Divencenzo,  Jacqueline S. Yustein. 

     Congressman Pascrell congratulated Mayor Hughes on his election as Mayor of Glen Ridge.
Congressman Pascrell called the Office of Mayor the best job in the world and that those that serve on local governing bodies are the bedrock of democracy.
Congressman Pascrell also congratulated and thanked former Mayor Bergmanson for his many years of service to Glen Ridge and he extended his best wishes and good luck to Councilwoman Seyffarth and to Councilman Hughes.

Mayor Hughes thanked Congressman Pascrell, on behalf of all Glen Ridge residents, for attending the annual reorganization meeting and he stated that it was an honor to have in attendance. Mayor Hughes also thanked him for his on-going support over the years in the areas of environmental protection funding and the jitney bus funding.  
     Mayor Hughes began his first  “State Of The Ridge”  address by wishing everyone a healthy and happy New Year, and thank you all for coming tonight.  
I’d like to take a moment to recognize former Mayors and Councilpersons in attendance;  Mayor Bergmanson,  Councilpersons Carnevale, Yustein, Brewster, Mehrotra, Kaplan and Provost.  He asked them to please rise and be acknowledged. 

     These people represent the spirit of volunteerism that makes Glen Ridge work.  We may be somewhat short on commercial ratables, but we are long on talent; and each one of you has given of your time, effort and talent to make Glen Ridge a better place.  

     I’d like to take a moment now to personally thank former mayor Carl Bergmanson for his four years of service as mayor, and nine years of service on the Council.  Carl, your list of achievements is an enviable one, and I believe you were overly modest in your remarks last week.  You deserve credit for bringing a number of projects that had been underway for years to completion --- notably the pedestrian bridge over the Glen and the Benson Street Green, as well as the development of the old Matchless Metals and Verizon buildings.   You deserve credit also for shoring up the Capital Improvement Fund and for leaving office with a well-balanced budget.  I thank you for that.    But, what you really deserve credit for, is your willingness to put forth the first Municipal Improvement Bond since 1931.  This Bond will fund necessary improvements to all of our infrastructure, and we will all reap the benefits for years to come.  At the end of four years as Mayor, I would hope that my legacy would be that I had made an impact and had left the town in better shape than when I started.  You can certainly say that.  Finally, I want to thank you for being so helpful to me during the transition.  My best wishes to you and Ruby in 2008.

     At this time, I would like to recognize the contributions of former councilwoman Elizabeth Brewster.  Liz served on the Council for nearly six years.  As a lawyer and police commissioner, you helped the town successfully resolve a number of very difficult legal issues.  I really enjoyed working with you, Liz, and I wish you and Paul success in your new venture.  

     Next, I’d like to welcome Councilman Stuart Patrick to his first term on the council.  I’ve asked Stuart to head up the Planning and Development Committee this year, and I would like him to take the lead on a number of projects:

· Find new funding for the Jitney Program

· See what we can do at the Wachovia Bank building

· Look into expanding the historic district in town

· Push as hard as we can to get something done at the Benson Street train station.  That building is an eyesore and should never have been allowed to deteriorate as much as it has. 

     Next, I’d like to welcome back Councilwoman Linda Seyffarth to a well-deserved second term.  I’ve asked Linda to take over as Police Commissioner this year, and I look forward to working with you, Linda, and the Chief to continue our effort to streamline the department and make it more efficient.  

     Councilman Dawson will move over from Planning and Development to chair the Public Works Committee.  Art, as chair of Planning and Development, you laid the groundwork for the improvements to the town’s physical plant.  Now as chair of Public Works, it will be up to you to oversee the implementation of those improvements, and it’s going to be a big job.  As part of the improvements funded by the bond: 

· The library will get a complete makeover, inside and out.

· The Public Safety building will be reconfigured, and the communication system upgraded to meet current standards.

· This building will be re-done and will include changes to the council chamber to improve sound quality inside this room and outside for Channel 36.

· The Public Works yard will get a new garage facility for the jitneys, and we will build a new salt shed that will bring Glen Ridge into compliance with state water runoff regulations.  

All in all, we will spend over $5 million dollars making much needed improvements to our physical plant.  

     To help us manage all of these improvements, Art, I have reconstituted the Mayor’s Advisory Committee to include individuals who have specific expertise in construction management and public finance.  With your background as chair of Planning and Development and, now, as chair of Public Works, I would like you to be on that committee.  In addition, I have also asked former mayor Steve Plate and former councilman Ravi Mehrotra to join this committee.  Steve is head of the reconstruction effort for the Port Authority at the World Trade Center site.  Ravi is in charge of facilities for the World Bank.  I have also asked Dan Murphy who heads our Historic Preservation Committee and two other residents---Jeff Theodorou and Rick Mason---to join the committee.  Jeff is on the library Board of Trustees and is a retired bond trader.  Rick is a Facility and Construction Manager is New York city.  

     I’d like to thank those who served on this committee in the past, and I hope that I can reach out to them individually for council and advice should the need ever arise.  

     Councilman Sachs, I’d like to congratulate you on your election as Council President.  This, I believe, is the sixth year of your current term and your ninth year on the Council.  We are all grateful for your years of service, Myles, and especially so this year; as in 2008, we will have to deal with the first property tax re-valuation in over 20 years.  This won’t be easy, but we are in good hands with you overseeing the project.  

     Councilwoman Baker, you have done a great job with the Community Affairs committee.  Your “Town Talk” newsletter is a significant improvement in our ability to communicate with our residents.  I am also very excited by what you and former councilwoman Brewster are doing with the new Green committee. 

     Councilman Lisovicz, I want to thank you for volunteering to chair the Parks and Recreation committee again this year.  Paul, I know I sort of pushed you to run for a council seat last year, and I never expected that in your first year you would be handed one of the more difficult issues faced by a council in years.  I want to compliment you on the way you handled this tough issue last year and thank you again for your willingness to continue to look for ways to provide suitable playing fields for our kids.  

     In the near-tem, I believe we should follow the recommendations of the Rutgers Report and evaluate how the fields respond to the improvements we have made.  Carteret Field has been closed and reseeded; Hurrell and Clay Fields sodded and reseeded; and Forest Avenue Field will be completely re-built and reseeded later this year.  

     Finally, and I don’t mean to diminish its importance by putting it last, I understand very clearly the pressure being put on our school system by the Governor and the State.  I understand that this pressure impacts all of us.  This Mayor and this Council have to work in concert with the Board of Education to create a joint legislative plan to bring what pressure we can on our state legislators to ensure that proposed changes in the school funding formula do not result in further reductions in state aid to Glen Ridge.
