The Minutes of the Adjourned Meeting of The Mayor And Borough Council that was held on January 3rd, 2006 and the Minutes of the Annual Reorganization Meeting that was held on January 3rd, 2006 were approved as submitted. 
Administrator Rohal presented the following written communications: 

Municipal Clerk Rohal reported that he is in receipt of two letters;  one from Laurie Kroll of 91 Sunset Avenue, Glen Ridge and the other from David Shaw of 6 Mitchell Place, Glen Ridge requesting a choice of cable  tv  providers.  Mayor Bergmanson referred the correspondences to the Community Affairs and Public Relations Committee.

Municipal Clerk Rohal reported that he is in receipt of five anonymous letters from residents of Essex Avenue, Glen Ridge requesting that traffic calming devices be installed along Essex Avenue to make the street safer and more secure for the residents.  Mayor Bergmanson referred the correspondences to the Public Safety Committee.

The Committee is working for a budget which meets the Borough’s service requirements at the least cost to the residents. The Committee is reviewing water rates and the Borough’s Bylaws. Councilman Sachs also reviewed the use of tax anticipation notes which are necessary due to uneven cash flow. Councilman Sachs reviewed the payment to the Board of Education. Councilman Sachs  also noted that the Departmental Budget Hearing was a public meeting.
 Councilwoman Brewster reported that the Public Safety Committee had met earlier today and reviewed traffic calming measures. Councilwoman Brewster stated that the Committee is also investigating the use of leaf blowers. The Committee will be scheduling a leaf blower forum for late February.  Councilwoman Brewster submitted the Public Safety report for November 2005.
Mayor Bergmanson stated that the Leaf Blower Forum will be well advertised. Mayor Bergmanson said the Forum is not limited to only leaf blowers but could also address other sources of noise.

Councilman Hughes reported that he has met with Jim Cowan to review the most pressing need of the recreation program, fields.  The Committee conducted a site visit of the Borough fields with representatives of the Board of Education and GRAA.  The Committee will approach the County for to obtain the Borough’s fair share of field use. Councilman Hughes noted that alternative fields are necessary in order for the Borough to renovate existing fields.  Councilman Hughes also reported that the Committee will install security measures at the Carteret Field House in the upcoming year.
Mrs. Jacqueline S. Yustein of 326 Washington Street, Glen Ridge,  stated that she is setting up a meeting with the County Executive to review field use. Mrs. Yustein also noted that many of the County’s fields were being refurbished.
Councilman Dawson reported that he met with staff to review existing programs.  The Committee is performing a review of permit fees. Councilman Dawson stated that he will meet with the Planning Board for an update on the Ordinance review.
Municipal Clerk Rohal reported that the Borough Jitney bus will be in service during the hours of the Gala on January 21st.
