The County’s study performed by consultant engineers, Edward and Kelcey recommends the closure of the Belleville Avenue extension and creating a normal geometric configuration for the Highland & Belleville Avenues intersection.  The Committee concurs with the consultant’s findings. and the prime topic was pedestrian safety.  Councilperson Brewster also stated that the Committee has authorized a lighting study for the Woodland and Ridgewood Avenues intersection. Councilperson Brewster urged pedestrians to use caution in crossing this intersection especially during the peak evening commuting period.
