A Regular Meeting of The Mayor And Borough Council of The Borough Of Glen Ridge was held on Tuesday, February 12th, 2008 in the Council Chamber of The Municipal Building, Glen Ridge, New Jersey at 7:30 p m.

Mayor Hughes led The Council and the citizens in attendance in a Salute to the Flag.

Mayor Hughes read a prepared statement that adequate notice of this meeting had been provided to the public as required by statutes.

Present: Mayor Hughes,  Councilpersons  Sachs, Seyffarth, Baker, Dawson  ( at  8:07  p. m. )  and Patrick.

Absent:  Councilman  Lisovicz.

The following Borough Officers were in attendance;  Borough Attorney Malyska and Public Safety Director Magnier.

The Minutes of the Regular Meeting that was held on January 22nd, 2008 were approved as submitted.

     Administrator Rohal presented the following written communications:  
     A letter to Mayor Hughes and the Borough Council from Superintendent Of Schools Daniel Fishbein, thanking him for thinking of the Glen Ridge Public Schools as recipient of the funds from the 7th Annual Glen Ridge Gala.   Mayor Hughes ordered that the correspondence be filed.

A letter to Administrator Rohal from Kris Kolluri, Commissioner, Department Of Transportation advising of the objectives of the Safe Routes to School Program and the application process for funding this Program.  Mayor Hughes ordered that the correspondence be filed.


A letter to Municipal Clerk Rohal from Judy Doyle, Mayor’s Wellness Campaign, advising of new initiatives of the Campaign and the application process for the New Jersey Healthy Town designation.  Mayor Hughes ordered that the correspondence be filed.


Municipal Clerk Rohal advised that he has received a petition that has been signed by  28  residents of Glen Ridge stating that it would be a worthwhile investment to continue operating a skatepark in Glen Ridge.  Mayor Bergmanson referred the petition to the Council of The Whole.

     Steven Rubenstein of Realty Appraisal Company gave a status report on the revaluation. Mayor Hughes expressed his concern on the number of homes that were not field inspected. Mr. Rubenstein stated that he would look into the matter and report back.
     Mr. Patrick Pignatello of 277 Baldwin Street, Glen Ridge requested that the Baldwin Street from the Montclair border to Highland Avenue be paved.
     Mr. Nicholaas ten Velde of 138 Essex Avenue, Glen Ridge commented on unwanted solicitations, the declining use of libraries, the tennis courts and the reduction of field use.
Mr. Patrick Pignatello of 277 Baldwin Street, Glen Ridge commended the police for parking enforcement on Baldwin Street.
     Jeff Theodorou, 53 Wildwood Terrace who is a library Board Trustee, pointed out that there were factual incorrect statements made by a previous speaker. Mr. Theodorou reviewed the increase in participation for library programs. He stated that there is a strong correlation between library use and academic performance. Mr. Theodorou stated that the state of the Borough library is strong.  Mr. Theodorou also reviewed the process in which the library renovation decisions were made as well and presented a construction update.

     Elizabeth Brewster, 25 Argyle Street and Chair of the Environmental Advisory gave a report on the Committee’s activities.  The major project is conducting an Eco-fair which will be held on May 10th in conjunction with the Arts Festival. The Committee is also initiating a clean air program, selling canvass grocery bags, and preparing a pedestrian master plan grant application.  The Committee’s recommendation to expand recycling by adding cardboard and plastic to the recycling stream has been acted upon by Council. The Committee is now recommending recycling containers at fields and the train station and making cardboard a mandatory recyclable.
