A Regular Meeting of The Mayor And Borough Council of The Borough Of Glen Ridge was held on Tuesday, February 13th, 2007 in the Council Chamber of The Municipal Building, Glen Ridge, New Jersey at 
7:30 p. m.

Mayor Bergmanson led The Council and the citizens in attendance in a Salute to the Flag.

Mayor Bergmanson read a prepared statement that adequate notice of this meeting had been provided to the public as required by statutes.

Present:  Mayor Bergmanson, Councilpersons Sachs, Brewster, Baker, Lisovicz and Dawson.
Absent:  Councilwoman  Seyffarth.
The following Borough Officers were in attendance: Borough Attorney Malyska and Director Of Public Safety Magnier. 
The Minutes of the Regular Meeting that was held on January 30th, 2007 were approved with the following correction:   page no.  11,  paragraph no.  12,  line no.  3  is corrected to read:  Comcast, advising that on March 1st, 2007  HBO  will  only  ( on )  be viewable;  page no.  12,  paragraph no.  2,  line no.  2  is corrected to read: Bergmanson  from  Mr. Jhahbriel C. E. Moore, Sr.  requesting that  . .  
      Municipal Clerk Rohal presented the following written communications:
      A letter to Mayor Bergmanson from Nutley Mayor, Joanne Cocchiola looking for an interlocal solution for animal control services.  Mayor Bergmanson referred the correspondence to the Mayor.


A letter to Mayor Bergmanson from Chris Boeckel of Essex Fells introducing himself and his business, Sports Domain, offering educational, trainers and extensive sports tutoring at their facility in Montclair.   Mayor Bergmanson referred the correspondence to the Parks and Recreation Committee.  

A letter to Mayor Bergmanson from  Beverly and Allison Fiorentino of 5 Ridley Court, Glen Ridge requesting that their curbs and street be paved.  Mayor Bergmanson referred the correspondence to the Public Works Department.


A letter to Administrator Rohal from N.J. Transit advising of public hearings  ( locations, dates and times )  for the proposed bus, rail and Newark City subway.  Mayor Bergmanson referred the correspondence to the Community Affairs And Public Relations Committee.

Mayor Bergmanson welcomed Nancy Everitt from Congressman Pascrell’s office to the meeting.  Ms. Everitt serves as the Congressman’s community outreach officer.

     Mayor Bergmanson reported on the results of the Special Election that occurred in Glen Ridge on February 6th.

Mayor Bergmanson reviewed the proposed Bond Ordinance  No.  1466 which deletes the synthetic turf fields, Sherman Avenue bathrooms and the fence at Freeman Gardens. Mayor Bergmanson stated that the fields were still on the table and he is appointing Councilperson Lisovitz to form a group to study the issue and make recommendations. Mayor Bergmanson said Councilperson Lisovitz will provide a fresh set of eyes.

Councilman Lisovicz reported that he will reach out to the community and that the process will be transparent. Councilman Lisovicz said the group will represent a cross section of the Borough.  The group will define the issues, evaluate field conditions and concentrate on a going forward basis.  
     Mr. Patrick Pignatello of 277 Baldwin Street, Glen Ridge requested that the 3 hour restrictions be enforced on Baldwin Street and he suggested that the town consider using a different type of rock salt because the salt that is presently being used, in his opinion, is very corrosive.
     Mr. Craig Smith of 3 Mitchell Place, Glen Ridge, stated that he was disappointed with the results of the referendum.  He stated that there was misinformation being disseminated and the process should start over.
     Mr. Nicholaas ten Velde of 138 Essex Avenue, Glen Ridge, voiced his opinion that four separate / individual bonds should have been proposed at the outset of these hearings.  
     Mr. Michael DePhillips of 300 Forest Avenue, Glen Ridge Ridge commented on the conditions at Careret Park and the type of topsoil used. 
     Mr. Thomas Dolan of 14 Clinton Road, Glen Ridge, stated that in his opinion the election last Tuesday was an overwhelming defeat for the bonds.
     Mr. Richard Moriarty of 412 Ridgewood Avenue, Glen Ridge stated that it was a great leap of faith to assume that the bond ordinances were defeated only due to the synthetic turf.
     Mr. Robert Salvatelli of 25 Hawthorne Avenue, Glen Ridge, asked for clarity for the dates of the hearings on the new bond Ordinance.
     Mr. Kelly Conklin of 92 Carteret Street, Glen Ridge, supported the bond as presented.
     Mr. James Grady of 269 Forest Avenue, Glen Ridge questioned the funding for the proposed footbridge in The Glen. He also noted that the track will not conform to a regulation configuration.

     Mr. Michael DePhillips of 300 Forest Avenue, Glen inquired about the Essex County Open Space grants.  He also suggested only bonding for essential projects such as the municipal building. He opposed the inclusion of the track in the revised bond.
     Mr. Albert Bronander of 18 Lorraine Street, Glen Ridge urged the Council to hold the public hearing on Tuesday, February 27th. He also noted that the Council supported Question 2 by a vote of 6-0.
     Mr. James Lopes of 68 Douglas Road, Glen Ridge inquired if user fees would be charged for the Borough track program. 
     Councilman Sachs reported that he recently attended a Finance Committee meeting of the Glen Ridge Board Of Education and he reported that their proposed 2007 budget is a good budget from a taxpayers point of view.  The Board is projecting a 3% increase and no supplemental items.
