The Minutes of the Regular Meeting that was held on January 17th, 2006 were approved as submitted.
 Municipal Clerk Rohal presented the following written communications:


Municipal Clerk Rohal reported that he is in receipt of  10 pictures from Lucille Priolo of 289 Baldwin Street, Glen Ridge citing property maintenance issues at 283 Baldwin Street.  Mayor Bergmanson referred the correspondence to the Public Safety Committee.   


A letter from Christine Yewaisis of 30 Burnett Street, Glen Ridge advising that Burnett Street is being used as a through street in order to avoid the traffic light at Ridgewood and Watchung Avenues and thereby creating a dangerous situation in the neighborhood.  Mayor Bergmanson referred the correspondence to the Public Safety Committee.


A letter to Mayor Bergmanson from Sally J. Streeter of 23 Herman Street, Glen Ridge suggesting that residents purchase and install gas lamps from PSE&G and locate them on their property as a way of improving neighborhood safety.  Mayor Bergmanson ordered that the correspondence be filed.


A letter to Mayor Bergmanson from John I. Crecco of the Miles A. Suarez, Veterans Of Foreign Wars requesting the names of World War II Veterans residing in Glen Ridge to be recognized and presented with a metal supplied by the V.F.W. Post 711, Bloomfield.
