A Regular Meeting of The Mayor And Borough Council of The Borough Of Glen Ridge was held on Tuesday, February 28th, 2006 in the Council Chamber of The Municipal Building, Glen Ridge, New Jersey at  7:30  p. m.

Mayor Bergmanson led The Council and the citizens in attendance in a Salute to the Flag.

Mayor Bergmanson read a prepared statement that adequate notice of this meeting had been provided to the public as required by statutes.

Present: Mayor Bergmanson, Councilpersons Sachs, Brewster, Mehrotra, Seyffarth, Hughes and Dawson.

Absent:  None.

The following Borough Officers were in attendance; Borough Attorney Malyska and Public Safety Lieutenant Dailey.

Municipal Clerk Rohal presented the following written communications:

A letter to Borough Administrator Rohal from Daniel Fishbein, Superintendent Of Schools thanking the Public Works Department Staff for the efficient way in which the streets were cleared of snow on February 11th and 12th, 2006.   Mayor Bergmanson referred the correspondence to the Public Works Committee.

A letter to Borough Engineer Rohal from Bernice Rotella of 24 Clark Street, Glen Ridge expressing her dissatisfaction with  the Superintendent Of Public Works in the handling of the snow removal from the area of the Clark Street Parking Lot.   Mayor Bergmanson referred the correspondence to the Public Works Committee.

A letter to Mayor Bergmanson from John Maggio of 34 Lorraine Street, Glen Ridge and Alvaro Costa of 14 Hathaway Place, Glen Ridge requesting a choice of cable TV providers.   Mayor Bergmanson referred the correspondence to the Community Affairs And Public Relations Committee.

A letter to Municipal Clerk Rohal from Mark Adams voicing his opposition to any measure that significantly restricts the use of leaf blowers in Glen Ridge.   Mayor Bergmanson referred the correspondence to the Public Safety Committee.

A letter to Mayor Bergmanson and the Borough Council from Thomas E. Heinzen of 905 Bloomfield Avenue,  Matthew DeLuca of 11 Highland Avenue and Jean Sopronik of 7 Highland Avenue, Glen Ridge expressing their concerns about possible changes at the intersections of Belleville, Highland and Glen Ridge Avenues and Bloomfield and Highland Avenues and listing several specific concerns that they would like to have addressed.  Mayor Bergmanson referred the correspondence to the Public Safety Committee.

A letter to Municipal Clerk Rohal from John Garcia Construction advising that their bid price for Phase II Renewing and / or transferring services, installing hydrants and related water infrastructure improvements will hold for the next  30  days.   Mayor Bergmanson ordered that the correspondence be filed.

A notice to Municipal Clerk Rohal from The Division Of Local Government Services advising of the application process for the 2006 Extraordinary Municipal Aid Program.   Mayor Bergmanson referred the correspondence to the Finance And Administration Committee.

A letter to Municipal Clerk Rohal from Lisa P. Jackson, Acting Commissioner, Department Of Environmental Protection, regarding the Statewide Solid Waste Management Plan which reaffirms the state’s goal of recycling fifty percent of the municipal solid waste stream.  Mayor Bergmanson ordered that the correspondence be filed.

Municipal Clerk Rohal reported that he is receipt of four applications for Film Fund Grants;   one is from the Glen Ridge Music Parents Association and the second one is from the Association Of Indians In America, NJ Chapter and the third is from the Association For Cultural Education and the fourth one is from the Glen Ridge Community Council.   Mayor Bergmanson referred the applications to the Community Affairs And Public Relations Committee.
Municipal Clerk Rohal presented a petition that was signed by  43  members of the Glen Ridge Seniors Golden Circle  requesting a sign be placed at the Community Center indicating that it is primarily a Senior Center.   Mayor Bergmanson referred the correspondence to the Community Affairs And Public Relations Commmittee.

Thomas E. Heinzen of 905 Bloomfield Avenue, Glen Ridge expressed his concerns about a traffic signal at Highland, Glen Ridge and Belleville Avenues.
Mr. Nicholaas ten Velde of 138 Essex Avenue, Glen Ridge, commented on the Board of Education budget, capital depreciation and a board of Education bond issue.  Mr. Nicholaas ten Velde also reviewed the use of Borough grants.
Mayor Bergmanson noted that the Borough Council has no control over the Board of Education budget.
Mr. Kenneth Malian of 25 Highland Avenue,  Glen Ridge expressed his concerns about a traffic signal at Highland, Glen Ridge and Belleville Avenues.

Municipal Clerk Rohal reviewed the status of the project and noted that there was still time for community input.
Mayor Bergmanson stated that conceptual plans will be presented at a Council meeting once they are available.
Matthew Deluca of 11 Highland Avenue, Glen Ridge expressed his concerns about a traffic signal at Highland, Glen Ridge and Belleville Avenues.

Mayor Bergmanson commended Councilwoman Seyffarth and the Public Works Department crews for the fantastic snow removal job that was done during our most recent storm.

Mayor Bergmanson reported that there was a leaf blower forum held recently and he asked Councilwoman Brewster to make mention of this forum during her report.

Mayor Bergmanson reported that the Borough is in receipt of a check in the amount of  $ 100,000  from Essex County Executive DiVencenzo to be applied to the Borough Glen Project.

Mayor Bergmanson called upon Borough Engineer Rohal to explain the on-going Glen Project.

Borough Engineer Rohal reported that the County grant will allow the Borough to proceed with the first Glen bridge.  The project was held in abeyance due to lack of funding.
Mayor Bergmanson thanked County Executive DiVencenzo and the County Of Essex for the financial assistance and The Mayor thanked the County Executive and County Liaison Jacqueline Yustein for their assistance in obtaining athletic fields for the Borough’s use.
