     Municipal Clerk Rohal presented the following written communications:

was presented for final reading.  The Ordinance title was read by Councilperson Dawson.  Municipal Clerk Rohal reported that the Ordinance had been published and posted as required by statutes.  Mayor Bergmanson declared the meeting open for a public hearing on the Ordinance.  
     Mr. George Musser of 80 Glen Ridge Avenue, Glen Ridge expressed his concerns regarding noise which may emanate from a commercial property, buffer and the possibility of a bar being located at the site.
     Mayor Bergmanson explained to Mr. Musser and those in attendance the rezoning process.

     Mr. Verena Kuhnert of 88 Glen Ridge Avenue, Glen Ridge requested the Council should base the rezoning on a specific site plan. Mr. Kuhnert also stated his concern about noise.
     Councilwoman Seyffarth stated that she is very sensitive to the concerns of the Glen Ridge Avenue neighborhood.

     Municipal Clerk Rohal stated that the Municipal Land Use Law does not allow an area to be rezoned based on a site plan.

     Mr. Patrick Pignatello of 277 Baldwin Street, Glen Ridge questioned the proposed Bloomfield Avenue bridge replacement project.

     Mayor Bergmanson stated that this project won’t start until 2008 at the very earliest.

     Mayor Bergmanson stated that each governmental body is bound by law and that site plan reviews and variance’s are handled by the Planning Board and the Board Of Adjustment.

     Mrs. Amy E. Weinstein of 58 Glen Ridge Avenue, Glen Ridge reported that she and her husband bought their home based, in part, on the architecture of the neighborhood and that this architecture has been marred by recent redevelopment.

     Mayor Bergmanson stated that the project would be subject to review by the Historic Preservation Commission.
     With no further questions or comments forthcoming Mayor Bergmanson closed the public hearing.  It was moved by Councilperson Dawson, seconded by Councilperson Brewster that Ordinance No.  1468  be finally passed.  The Motion was adopted by an aye and no vote;  Councilpersons  Brewster, Baker, Seyffarth, Lisovicz and Dawson voting aye and noes none.
