Municipal Clerk Rohal presented the following written communications:

A letter to Mayor Bergmanson from Richard L. LeCompte of 7 Ferncliff Terrace, Glen Ridge offering his suggestions pertaining to the abatement of lawn equipment noise.  Mayor Bergmanson referred the correspondence to the Public Safety Committee.

Alexander, Inc. advising of their intent to extend the bid time to award for an additional sixty days for the pedestrian / bike bridge over Toney’s Brook. A letter to Administrator Rohal from Mr. Maison of Glen Ridge supporting a ban of all leaf blowers from Glen Ridge.  Mayor Bergmanson referred the correspondence to the Public Safety Committee.

A letter to Mayor Bergmanson and the Borough Council from Thomas E. Heinzen, Matthew DeLuca, Jean Sopronik, Ken Malian and Steve Moran advising of possible solutions and their concerns pertaining to the traffic reconfiguration. Mayor Bergmanson stated that the only way to combat graffiti is to report it to the Borough so that it may be removed as soon as possible.
