Mayor Bergmanson led The Council and the citizens in attendance in a Salute to the Flag.

Mayor Bergmanson read a prepared statement that adequate notice of this meeting had been provided to the public as required by statutes.

     Municipal Clerk Rohal presented the following written communications:

2007  MUNICIPAL  BUDGET  -  INTRODUCTION
     ( See Resolution Book No.  16  -  Page No. 16 – 35 )
     Councilman Sachs reviewed the appropriations and revenues proposed in the introduced 2007 municipal budget. The significant increases in expenses are $350,000 to the Capital improvement Fund and $120,000 for the sodding of fields. There is a loss of revenue of $137,000 awarded last year  from the Extraordinary Aid program.  The municipal tax levy increase will be 9.81% while the overall tax increase will be 4.19%. The Borough will apply for $ 250,000 in Extraordinary Aid.

    Mayor Bergmanson stated that the public hearing on the budget will be held on May 8, 2007 at 7:30 pm. Mayor Bergmanson noted that this is the beginning of the budget process and the budget will probably be adopted during the summer.
    Councilwoman Seyffarth stated that the budget process is a very difficult process for her and the members of the Council.  Councilwoman Seyffarth stated that she personally wrestled with a tax increase of 9.81% and is seeking to make the right decision for the Borough.
     Councilwoman Brewster presented the report of Public Safety Director Magnier for the Department Of Public Safety for the month of February.  Mayor Bergmanson ordered that the report be filed.
