A Regular Meeting of The Mayor And Borough Council of The Borough Of Glen Ridge was held on Tuesday, April 8th, 2008 in the Council Chamber of The Municipal Building, Glen Ridge, New Jersey at 7:30 p m.

Mayor Hughes led The Council and the citizens in attendance in a Salute to the Flag.

Mayor Hughes read a prepared statement that adequate notice of this meeting had been provided to the public as required by statutes.

The following Borough Officers were in attendance;  Borough Attorney Malyska and Public Safety Director Magnier.

     Municipal Clerk Rohal presented the following written correspondence:

Mrs. Baker stated that in addition to glass, cans, bottles, newspapers and cardboard you can also drop off electronic equipment, appliances and florescent bulbs.

Mayor Hughes voice his pleasure with the movement towards restoration of the Benson Street railroad station and he commended Borough Attorney Malyska, Borough Administrator Rohal and Councilman Patrick for their efforts in saving this historical building and turning it into something useful and beautiful as well as a ratable for the Borough.
Essex County Liaison Jacqueline S. Yustein invited everyone to attend the Cherry Blossom Festival on Sunday, April 13th and she invited everyone to participate in the day’s activities and to take advantage of the 22 newly restored County Parks.
Mr. Harry Rush of 53 High Street, Glen Ridge reported on his reluctance to use the Forest Avenue Field and he voiced his displeasure with County Officials who have granted sole use of the facilities at Brookdale Park on Sundays to the Montclair United Soccer League.

Mayor Hughes reported that he is having on-going discussions with County Executive DiVincenzo regarding the use of County parks and at this point the matter remains unresolved and that it won’t be resolved overnight.  Mayor Hughes also reported on the Town’s plan to close the Forest Avenue field on August 5th.   Mayor Hughes further stated that Recreation Coordinator Cowan and Athletic Director Tim Liddy continue to discuss field / park availability with County officials.
     Borough Administrator Rohal reported that the Borough has retained the services of an interim webmaster for the Borough and she will begin work this week.

     Mr. Nicholaas ten Velde of 138 Essex Avenue, Glen Ridge addressed the Mayor And Council on the following matters:   access / availability to Channel 36,  missing trees since  1998 and lines of communication with Mayor Hughes and The Borough Council.
