                  GLEN RIDGE, N. J.  APRIL 25TH, 2006. 4  
A Regular Meeting of The Mayor And Borough Council of The Borough Of Glen Ridge was held on Tuesday, April 18th, 2006 in the Council Chamber of The Municipal Building, Glen Ridge, New Jersey at  7:30  p. m.

Mayor Bergmanson led The Council and the citizens in attendance in a Salute to the Flag.

Mayor Bergmanson read a prepared statement that adequate notice of this meeting had been provided to the public as required by statutes.

Present: Mayor Bergmanson, Councilpersons Sachs, Brewster, Mehrotra, Seyffarth and Dawson.

Absent:  Councilman  Hughes.

The following Borough Officers were in attendance; Borough Attorney Malyska, Deputy Administrator Zichelli and Public Safety Director Magnier.

The Minutes of the Regular Meeting that was held on April 11th, 2006 were approved as submitted.

Mayor Bergmanson suspended the regular order of business in order to accommodate a capital needs presentation from Councilman Dawson and the Planning And Development Committee, Councilman Sachs and the Finance And Administration Committee and Carol P. Harpster and the Library Board Of Trustees.

Councilman Dawson gave a comprehensive report on the capital needs for the parks, public works, municipal building including the police station and general infrastructure improvements.  Councilman Dawson explained how the list was developed and how the projects were prioritized.
Ms. Carol P. Harpster gave a comprehensive report on the capital needs for the library. The report was based on a building evaluation prepared by architect Anthony Iovino.
Councilman Sachs reviewed the tax impact for bonding and explained the alternatives available to the Borough for long term financing.  Councilman Sachs also reviewed the equity issue for bonding rather than financing all improvements out of the current year budget.
Councilman Mehrotra questioned Councilman Dawson on other possible funding sources.

Councilman Dawson reported that his committee along with Borough Administrator Rohal and Deputy Administrator Zichelli are actively seeking government grants.

Councilwoman Brewster stated that the list of capital needs items for the Borough must be prioritized.

Councilwoman Seyffarth stated that it is incumbent on the Borough Council to provide as much information to the public as is possible.

Mayor Bergmanson stated that public involvement in a vital part of this process.

Councilman Dawson stated that bonding is not a done deal as yet and that his committee and the Council are weighing heavily the pros and cons of the bonding process.

Mr. Patrick Pignatello  of 277 Baldwin Street, Glen Ridge explained the importance of maintaining the Borough’s infrastructure.
Mr. Jim Lopes of 68 Douglas Road, Glen Ridge, spoke in favor of a bond issue and he explained the role of the GRAA in the Borough.
Mr. Bob Salvatelli of 25 Hawthorne Avenue, Glen Ridge urged the Council to think big and consider all the needs of the Borough. 
Mr. John Mulligan of 47 Glen Ridge Parkway, Glen Ridge thanked Councilmen Sachs and Dawson for their detailed report and he echoed Mr. Salvatelli’s comments.

Mrs. Carol P. Harpster of 95 Oxford Street, Glen Ridge suggested to the Council that they think “big and complete” when considering the present needs of this Borough.

Mr. Michael DePhillips of 300 Forest Avenue, Glen Ridge voiced his support for doing it right.

Mr. Jeff Theodoro of 53 Wildwood Terrace, Glen Ridge urged expediency as expenses climb every day.  
Mr. Nicholaas ten Velde of 138 Essex Avenue, Glen Ridge addressed the impact of lacrosse on fields and reviewed the Board of Education elections.
Mr. Patrick Pignatello suggested that all flagstone sidewalks be removed prior to any construction vehicles crossing over them because due to the cost of replacing the flagstone.
