Councilman Lisovicz reported that  5  out of town fields are currently being used by our residents for recreational activities.

Councilman Lisovicz announced that recycling containers are being placed at all Borough parks / fields this week.  



Councilman Lisovicz also announced that the rink surface at the Carteret Park facility is being replaced with funding from G.R.A.A.


Councilman Lisovicz reported that the Parks And Recreation Committee is currently developing a master plan for all the fields. 

Councilman Lisovicz urged all residents to check the Borough’s website for Recreation activities and the latest schedule for the Summer Recreation Programs / Day Camp.
     Councilman Patrick reported that at the last meeting a Resolution was adopted referring the development of the Benson Street railroad site to the Planning Board and the Board has asked the Borough’s planner if the site qualifies for funding.  The Planner has reported
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that the site does indeed qualify and the matter will be discussed 
at a formal hearing of the Board on May 21st.
     Borough Attorney Malyska gave a brief history of the Benson Street railroad station site and how this station came to be in such a deteriorated condition. 

     Deputy Borough Administrator Zichelli discussed the ongoing construction in the Public Safety Building and how the lobby of the Public Safety Department has been made accessible for the public.  Mr. Zichelli stated that also the dispatch center has been moved to the basement the Public Safety Department remains completely operational.  Mr. Zichelli also thanked the members of the Public Safety Department and the Public Works Department for their cooperation during reconstruction.
     Mr. Nicholaas ten Velde of 138 Essex Avenue, Glen Ridge addressed the Mayor and the Borough Council in regards to shade tree issues that he has had at his residence for about 10 years.
     Deputy Administrator Zichelli reported to the Mayor and the Borough Council that he has been to Mr. ten Velde’s residence with Borough Arborist Schuckman several times in an attempt to address Mr. ten Velde’s grievance.  Mr. Zichelli stated that there are currently two trees on the Outlook Place side of Mr. ten Velde’s property and that this is all the trees that the site will permit.
