Mayor Bergmanson led The Council and the citizens in attendance in a Salute to the Flag.

Mayor Bergmanson read a prepared statement that adequate notice of this meeting had been provided to the public as required by statutes.

The following Borough Officers were in attendance: Borough Attorney Malyska and Public Safety Director Magnier.
     The Minutes of the Regular Meeting that was held on June 12th, 2007 were approved with the following corrections:   page no.  60,  paragraph no.  6  and  line no.  2,  corrected to read:  Deputy Administrator Zichelli,  Borough Attorney Malyska ( added ) and Public Safety Director Magnier.
     Municipal Clerk Rohal presented the following written communications:  


A letter to Administrator Rohal from Frank Wetzelberger, Administrative Manager of FORWI, advising that the addition of cardboard to the Glen Ridge recycling program will give the Borough an all recyclable paper, news5, collection.  Mayor Bergmanson ordered that the correspondence be filed.


A letter to Mayor Bergmanson from Bernadette Gill, Director Property Management of NJ Transit advising that a Request For Bids is attached and that will provide NJ Transit as part of the advertised sale of property known at the Benson Street Station Property.  The Request For Bids is seeking a buyer who is ready, willing and able to restore the former Station.  Mayor Bergmanson ordered that the correspondence be filed.


A letter to Administrator Rohal from Cathy Elliott-Shaw, Project Manager, Department Of Environmental Protection advising that the Borough will have until December 31st, 2007 to spend the balance of the Green Acres Program Loan in the amount of  $ 199,466.50  for the Hurrell Field Redevelopment project.  Mayor Bergmanson ordered that the correspondence be filed.


A letter to Administrator Rohal from Marianne Smith Township Manager of Hardyston advising that recent legislation in the State Assembly proposed to eliminate the use of Regional Contribution Agreements and that Hardyston is taking the lead in opposing this legislation.  Mayor Bergmanson ordered that the correspondence be filed.

A letter to Mayor Bergmanson and the Borough Council from Sonya Twyman of 88 High Street, Glen Ridge requesting permission to close their street on July 4th for the purpose of conducting their annual neighborhood block party.  Mayor Bergmanson referred the correspondence to the Public Safety Committee.


A letter to Council President Brewster from Sharon L. Casey of 40 Chapman Place, Glen Ridge  requesting permission to close their street on September 8th, for the purpose of conducting their annual neighborhood block party.  Mayor Bergmanson referred the correspondence to the Public Safety Committee.


A letter to Administrator Rohal from Mrs. Wright of 198 Hillside Avenue, Glen Ridge requesting permission to close their street on July 7th for the purpose of conducting their annual neighborhood.  Mayor Bergmanson referred the correspondence to Public Safety Committee.
     Mrs. Jacqueline S. Yustein of 326 Washington Street, Glen Ridge and the Essex County representative to the Borough brought greeting from County Executive DiVincenzo and she reported that there will be fireworks and the New Jersey Symphony Orchestra in Brookdale Park on Friday night and she urged all residents to take advantage of these free concerts in the County parks throughout the summer. was presented for final reading.  The Ordinance title was read by Councilperson Brewster.  Municipal Clerk Rohal reported that the Ordinance had been published and posted as required by statutes.  Mayor Bergmanson declared the meeting open for a public hearing on the Ordinance.

     Mr. Nicholaas ten Velde of 138 Essex Avenue, Glen Ridge stated his opposition to the unsolicited deliveries and his support for the Ordinance.
     Mayor Bergmanson noted that the Borough maintains a do not solicit list and Mr. ten Velde would be added to the list.
     Councilwoman Brewster urged everyone that doesn’t want the Star Ledger flyer to be delivered to send them a certified letter stating that they want the delivery to cease and to go to the Glen Ridge website to sign up for the “do not deliver list”.  Councilwoman Brewster stated that with this Ordinance in effect there would be a fine of  $ 100.00  if delivery continues.
     Mayor Bergmanson closed the public hearing.  It was moved by Councilperson Seyffarth, seconded by Councilperson Sachs that Ordinance No.  1475  be finally passed.  The Motion was adopted by an aye and no vote;  Councilpersons  Sachs, Brewster, Baker, Seyffarth and Lisovicz voting aye and noes none.   Mayor Bergmanson declared that this Ordinance is finally adopted.
     It was moved by Councilperson Brewster, seconded by Councilperson Sachs that permission be granted to the residents of   High Street, Chapman Place and Hillside Avenue to conduct their annual neighborhood block parties per the dates and times as stated in their correspondence, read earlier to the Mayor And the Borough Council.  The Motion was adopted by an aye and no vote;  Councilpersons Sachs, Brewster, Baker, Seyffarth and Lisovicz voting aye and noes none.

     Councilman Lisovicz reported that the Citizens Advisory Committee on the Fields met in a town forum on June 21st in the L.G.I. room at the high School to discuss a possible artificial surface at Hurrell Field with lights and without lights and the concerns of the immediate neighborhood and the input from the citizens throughout the Borough on this issue.  Councilman Lisovicz expects to have a draft report with recommendations ready to present to the Parks And Recreation Committee at their next meeting on July 10th.
Councilman Lisovicz also reported that the Parks And Recreation Committee is looking into ways to enforce non-resident organized use of our fields and he reported that Recreation Coordinator Cowan will be meeting with Police officials on working on ways to control and enforce use of the recreation areas.
Mayor Bergmanson stated that anyone who sees organized groups of non-residents using the Borough field’s to call him, Administrator Rohal or Director Cowan so that the permits for the field use can be verified.

     Councilperson Lisovicz reported that he has Ordinance No.  1476
entitled:

Mayor Bergmanson referred the Ordinance to Municipal Clerk Rohal for the purpose of statutory public and posting.
     Administrator Rohal reported that the Borough is in receipt of a check in the amount of  $ 9,500  from F.E.M.A. to cover the Public Works overtime incurred by the Borough during the Nor’easter on April 14th and 15th.

Administrator Rohal also reported on the Forest Avenue water and paving project and he reported that bids will be taken this Friday for the Hillside Avenue road project and it is hoped that this project will be completed in late July or early August.


Administrator Rohal also stated that bids will also be taken this Friday for the renovation of Clay Field and he expects to have a Resolution to award the bid for the renovation work on the July 10th Council Agenda.
Administrator Rohal announced that he will soon be requesting proposals for the conversion of the Benson Street railroad station parking lot into a temporary park.

     Councilwoman Brewster thanked everyone for their support for the 5k Lager Run that was held this past Sunday.  She stated that this inaugural event for Glen Ridge was an enormous success.

Mayor Bergmanson stated that this event was for a great cause and he gave heartfelt thanks to Dan Murphy ( the event organizer ) and the Public Works and the Public Safety Departments.
Mr. Nicholaas ten Velde of 138 Essex Avenue, Glen Ridge, stated that decibel levels to detect violations must be taken from the source of the violation.
     Mayor Bergmanson responded to Mr. ten Velde that the State Of New Jersey has set the decibel standards and that he along with the members of the Council have taken an Oath Of Office to uphold the Constitution.
     Mr. ten Velde reported that the Borough has received  120  new trees and that  40  have since died.
     Mr. Rohal reported that the trees planted by the New Jersey Tree Foundation at no cost to the Borough have not died, however a significant number of maple trees planted several years ago have died

or are in decline.  
     Mr. ten Velde discussed maintenance and accountability;  i.e. seatbelts on the jitney bus, slate sidewalks, transportation costs municipal building plaza lights, quality of life issues,  driveway aprons, the sharing of rental fees, the swimming pool, the Senior Center and use of The Glen.
