A Regular Meeting of The Mayor And Borough Council of The Borough Of Glen Ridge was held on Tuesday, August 9th, 2005 in the Council Chamber of The Municipal Building, Glen Ridge, New Jersey at  7:30  p. m.

Mayor Bergmanson led The Council and the citizens in attendance in a Salute to the Flag.

Mayor Bergmanson read a prepared statement that adequate notice of this meeting had been provided to the public as required by statutes.

Present: Mayor Bergmanson, Councilpersons Sachs, Brewster, Mehrotra, Seyffarth, Carnevale and Hughes.

Absent:  None. 

The following Borough Officers were in attendance:  Borough Attorney Malyska and The Director Of Public Safety Magnier.

The Minutes of the Regular Meeting that was held on July 12th, 2005 were approved as submitted.
The Minutes of the Special Meeting that was held on July 27th, 2005 were approved with the following correction:  page no.  73  eliminate the second paragraph beginning with the words Mayor Bergmanson . . .    ( there were no members of the public in attendance ).
Municipal Clerk Rohal presented the following written communications:
A petition was submitted to Municipal Clerk Rohal from  9 residents of Glen Ridge Avenue requesting the installation of speed “humps” after the street is repaved.  Mayor Bergmanson ordered that the correspondence be filed.

Letters were received from the residents of Douglas Road, Laurel Place and the Glen Ridge High School Football parents to conduct “block parties” on their respective streets and in the Herman Street parking lot on September 10th, 2005.   Mayor Bergmanson referred the correspondences to the Public Safety Committee.

Administrator Rohal reported that Zoning Officer Ron Young is pursuing the matter with Norfolk Southern railroad.
