    Municipal Clerk Rohal presented the following written communications:

The discussions will include the investigation of any possible grants that may be eligible to the Borough in the replacement of these buses.

RAIL AND TRAIL – GRANT APPLICATION

     Councilman Lisovicz, Chairman of The Parks And Recreation Committee, also commended Administrator Rohal and Deputy Administrator Zichelli for their response to Forest Avenue during the heavy rain storms on Saturday.  Their response minimized the drainage damage to the field restoration project.  
     Councilman Lisovicz gave an interim report on the work being done at Hurrell Field.  He stated that this is a two phase project.  Phase 1  should be completed by the end of this year with the completion of the regrading, drainage and sodding of the field in preparation for the installation of the all-weather track.  Phase  2  will include new movable bleachers, back-stop and landscaping of the field.
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     Councilman Lisovicz reported that Carteret Park is in great shape and despite the heavy rain storm on Saturday the field was in playable condition on Sunday.
     Councilman Lisovicz also reported that George Washington Field has an improved surface and that playing permits are in place for Brookdale Park and Anderson Field in Montclair.

     Councilman Lisovicz stated that the repairs being made to Court No.  7  at the Freeman Tennis Courts should be completed by the end of this week.  

     Councilman Lisovicz urged all residents of the Borough to check the Borough website for all Recreation Department programs.

     Councilman Lisovicz reported that the recently completed summer recreation program averaged  100  daily participants.

     Mayor Hughes thanked County Executive Divincenzo for all his assistance in obtaining fields for use by our residents and he reminded everyone of the up-coming G.R.A.A. picnic and fund raiser to benefit the resurfacing of the inside of the hockey rink at Carteret Park. 
     Councilman Patrick, Chairman of The Planning And Development Committee, reported that he will be providing bid results from the September 12th N.J. Transit bid opening for the Benson Street Station at the next Council meeting. 
     Borough Administrator Rohal reported that the environmental test of the area around Adams Place is expected by the end of this week.


Administrator Rohal also reported that the  P.S.E.&G. reliability study is due on September 27th.

     Administrator Rohal reported that the resurfacing of Forest Avenue will take place in October.  


Administrator Rohal announced that the new on-line reporting system for use by all Borough residents in reporting problems or concerns will be put into service by the end of the month.
     Public Safety Director Magnier commended all block captains who assisted in the Borough’s annual “National Night Out” recognition.

     Director Magnier announced, now that school is back in session, parking regulations in and around all schools will be strictly enforced.

Mr. Patrick Pignatello of 277 Baldwin Street, Glen Ridge requested that the Township Of Montclair be contacted again about the placing of signs on the fences at Washington Field that prohibits dogs from going on the field and he urged that the owners of the Minnie Lucey School be told to cut the hedges at the intersection or Baldwin Street and Highland Avenue.

     Mr. Pignatello again urged the Council to place better signage at the intersection of Bloomfield and Highland Avenue to permit right-on-red and he stated that this would reduce traffic back-ups and congestion in the area. 
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     Mr. Richard Waters of 370 Maolis Avenue, Glen Ridge reported a visibility condition that exists at the intersection of Hawthorne and Maolis Avenues due to overgrown weeds.
