Mrs. Ferguson feels that jets in and out of Newark airport are much more annoying.  Mayor Bergmanson referred the correspondence to the Public Safety Committee.

A letter to Administrator Rohal from Debby Miller of 39 Wildwood Terrace, Glen Ridge voicing her support of any Ordinance regulating leaf blowers.  Mayor Bergmanson referred the correspondence to the Public Safety Committee.

A letter to Mayor Bergmanson from Anne Rodger of 248 Forest Avenue, Glen Ridge voicing her support of any Ordinance regulating leaf blowers.  Mayor Bergmanson referred the correspondence to the Public Safety Committee.

A letter to Administrator Rohal from Assemblywoman Oliver and Jack Lettiere, Commissioner Department Of Transportation,

acknowledging receipt of an application for Transportation Enhancement funding submitted by The Borough Of Glen Ridge for the Benson Street station.   Mayor Bergmanson ordered that the correspondence be filed.

Deputy Administrator Zichelli reported that he is in receipt of Resolutions adopted by the Township Of Bernards and the Township Of Warren urging the State Legislature to amend the senior property tax freeze Protection Act to provide for higher income limitations.   Mayor Bergmanson ordered that the correspondence be filed.

A letter to Mayor Bergmanson from the New Jersey Department Of Transportation advising of a public information meeting in Montclair on Wed., September 14th 2005  regarding the Bloomfield Avenue Bridge Rehabilitation.  Mayor Bergmanson noted the importance of this meeting for Borough residents and ordered that the correspondence be filed.
