     The Minutes of the Regular Meeting that was held on October 9th, 2007 were approved as submitted.

     Municipal Clerk Rohal presented the following written communications:

A letter to Administrator Rohal from Dave Heineman, Governor, State Of Nebraska citing innovative and meaningful opportunities to assist new and existing businesses in the event that they wish to move their business to Nebraska.  Mayor Bergmanson ordered that the correspondence be filed.


A letter to Administrator Rohal from Philip C. Michel, Business Recruitment Consultant for the State Of Nebraska asking for a meeting with Glen Ridge officials to discuss the Nebraska Advantage Act.  Mayor Bergmanson ordered that the correspondence be filed.


A letter to Mayor Bergmanson from Ann Dassing, Executive Director, Bloomfield Educational Foundation, thanking the Borough of Glen Ridge for their continued support of the Sunset Classic Race.  Mayor Bergmanson ordered that the correspondence be filed.


A letter to Municipal Clerk Rohal from the Township Of Bloomfield, advising of a public hearing on October 15th to adopt an Ordinance to amend Chapter 271 of the revised general ordinance of the Township Of Bloomfield being the zoning chapter, for the purpose of revising land use Ordinances of the Township Of Bloomfield.

Raymond Carnevale of 17 Hathaway Place, Glen Ridge, objected to the letting of bids for synthetic turf at Hurrell Field.

Kelly Conklin of 92 Carteret Street, Glen Ridge, stated his objections to the installation of synthetic turf at Hurrell Field and criticized the process that has been followed.
     Dan Zinman of 299 Ridgewood Avenue, Glen Ridge, stated his objections to the installation of synthetic turf at Hurrell Field and that the process was a divisive method.
     Julia Roberts of 525 Bloomfield Avenue, Glen Ridge, statedher objections to the installation of synthetic turf at Hurrel Field and stated she felt cheated in the process.
     Eric Goldman of 17 Lorraine Street, Glen Ridge, stated his objections to the installation of synthetic turf at Hurrell Field since the referendum was a legally binding conclusion.  Mr. Goldman stated that the alternative funding is speculative.  Mr. Goldman objected to the suggestion that “Glen Ridge Votes” caused the special election.
     Jim Grady of 269 Forest Avenue, Glen Ridge, stated his support for the installation of synthetic turf at Hurrell Field due to the lack of athletic fields.
     K. Ramanathan of 312 Forest Avenue, Glen Ridge, stated her objections to the installation of synthetic turf due to environmental/health concerns.
     Councilman Dawson stated that there were serious misstatements of facts and read excerpts of a report on the subject.
     Councilwoman Baker stated that there were experts in the field including a PhD. from Harvard who dispute Councilperson’s Dawson’s position.
     Linda Malik of 110 Stonehouse Road, Glen Ridge, stated that she was concerned about staph infections from synthetic turf.

     Richard Moriarity of 412 Ridgewood Avenue, Glen Ridge, stated his support for the installation of synthetic turf at Hurrell Field and noted that there are environmental concerns regarding maintenance of natural turf.
     Yvonne Provost of 49 Douglas Road, Glen Ridge, stated that the Council’s decision to move forward with Hurrell is happening too quickly.  The Council has to be clearer where the funding is coming from and should explore health issues. Yvonne Provost stated that the Borough should err on the right side of caution.
     Tom Heinzen of 905 Bloomfield Avenue, Glen Ridge, stated his objections to the installation of synthetic turf at Hurrell Field and the process.
     Kit Schackner of 92 Carteret Street, Glen Ridge, stated her objections to the installation of synthetic turf at Hurrell Field and the process that was employed.
     Alfredo Villela of 28A Herman Street, Glen Ridge, stated his objections to the installation of synthetic turf at Hurrell Field due to the impact on the community especially the generation of noise.
     Julia Roberts of 525 Belleville Avenue, Glen Ridge stated her objections to the installation of synthetic turf at Hurrell Field and the process.
     Peter Hanson of 56 Chapman Place, Glen Ridge, stated his objections to the installation of synthetic turf at Hurrell Field and the process.
