Municipal Clerk Rohal presented the following written communications:
Municipal Clerk Rohal reported that he is in receipt of  5  letters from residents of Glen Ridge requesting consumer choice and competition of cable TV providers.  Mayor Bergmanson referred the correspondence to the Community Affairs And Public Relations Committee.

Municipal Clerk Rohal reported that he is in receipt of a petition signed by  38  residents of Essex Avenue requesting traffic enforcement measures be implemented along Essex Avenue.  Mayor Bergmanson referred the correspondence to he Public Safety Committee.
Mayor Bergmanson reported that allowances for traffic calming devices will be placed in the 2006 Municipal Budget but that there are two other problems in dealing with Essex Avenue; one problem is that Essex Avenue is a borderline street with the Township Of Bloomfield and the second problem is that Essex Avenue is a street with a big traffic volume and therefore speed bumps would not be permitted.

A letter/petition from 57 residents of Glen Ridge requesting speeding enforcement and parking realignment along Carteret Street.  Mayor Bergmanson referred the correspondence to the Public Safety Committee.
A letter to Mayor Bergmanson and the Borough Council from Elmer Hill of 194 Thomas Street, Glen Ridge requesting that the sidewalks around Clark and Thomas Streets be repaired and that the lights under the bridge on Clark Street be replaced for added safety and security.  Mayor Bergmanson referred the correspondence to the Public Works Committee.

A letter to Mayor Bergmanson from Eric W. Olson of 8 Astor Place, Glen Ridge, resigning from the Planning Board effective January 1st, 2006.  Mayor Bergmanson accepted the letter with regret and ordered that if be filed.

A letter to Mayor Bergmanson from Fairfield Mayor Rocco Palmieri thanking Glen Ridge for the kind care and assistance rendered to Fairfield during their state of emergency last week.  Mayor Bergmanson ordered that the correspondence be filed.

Municipal Clerk Rohal reported that he is in receipt of a Resolution adopted by the West Amwell Township governing body urging the State Legislture to effectively increase the income eligibility limitations to the median regional income as established by the Council on Affordable Housing.  Mayor Bergmanson ordered that the correspondence be filed.

Municipal Clerk Rohal reported that he is in receipt of a Resolution adopted by the Pequannock governing body calling upon President Bush to raise the federal hourly minimum wage to  $7.15 so that all Americans can afford to avoid and/or escape from future disasters like Hurricane Katrina.  Mayor Bergmanson ordered that the correspondence be filed.

Municipal Clerk Rohal reported that he is in receipt of a Resolution adopted by the East Brunswick governing body calling for the support of Senate Bill  1987  that would establish measures limiting awards of public contracts to business entities that have made political contributions and limiting the contributions that the holders of a contract can make during the terms of the contract.  Mayor Bergmanson ordered that the correspondence be filed.

Mr. Patrick Pignatello of 277 Baldwin Street, Glen Ridge, complimented the Mayor And Council on their handling of Municipal affairs and he presented his concerns with snow and the use of excess amounts of rock salt.

Mayor Bergmanson thanked Mr. Pignatello for his timely comments and will pass his concerns regarding rock salt along to the Public Works personnel.
