Acting Mayor Lisovicz ordered that the correspondence be filed.


A copy of a Resolution adopted by the governing body of South Brunswick and forwarded to Administrator Rohal noting specific areas of concern regarding the Route 92 project proposed by the New Jersey Turnpike Authority. Acting Mayor Lisovicz ordered that the correspondence be filed.

Mr. Patrick Pignatello of 277 Baldwin Street, Glen Ridge commented that the intersection of Belleville, Glen Ridge and Highland Avenue is working out much better with the recent modifications that were made there.


Acting Municipal Clerk Alampi read a prepared plaque to the Mayor And Council on behalf of Mr. Pignatello commending those that serve the Borough for their outstanding dedication and service.

Acting Mayor Lisovicz congratulated Councilman – Elect Lisovicz on his election day victory and he welcomed him to the Council.
Acting Mayor Lisovicz congratulated Dan Murphy, the police department and the volunteers for all hard working in making the annual Ashenfelter 8 K race so successful.

Acting Mayor Lisovicz reminded all in attendance of the annual holiday tree lighting ceremony on Sunday, December 2nd at  4:30 and he reminded everyone of the open house at the Ambulance Squad headquarters.

      The Borough is proposing a grant application to improve handicapped accessibility by constructing barrier free ramps at various intersections throughout Glen Ridge.  These ramps would be installed at intersections in proximity to municipal facilities.  The Borough is requesting $70,000.  $6,500 is requested for design and inspections and $63,500 for construction.  This will allow for approximately 12 ramps to be installed.

     As a second application, the Borough is seeking a loan for the construction of an elevator core in the rear of the Municipal Complex.  This will allow for barrier free access to the administrative proportion of the Municipal Building at all times.  Access to the Council Chambers and Court Room will be realized.  Inside this new addition, barrier free bathrooms can also be accommodated.
     Acting Mayor Lisovicz asked that any applicants come forward at this time and present their proposal.   There being no proposals from the floor at this time, the second public hearing was closed.
