     Municipal Clerk Rohal presented the following written communications:

Mayor Bergmanson ordered that the correspondence be filed.

Sparks of Somers Point, New Jersey urging the Council to adopt a Resolution that urges the New Jersey State Legislature to reject the proposed changes to the Fish And Wildlife Council by Assembly Bill  3275.  Mayor Bergmanson ordered that the correspondence be filed.


A letter to Councilwoman Seyffarth from Sharon L. Barney-Casey of 40 Chapman Place, Glen Ridge, urging immediate attention be given to two Borough trees;  one tree is on Carteret Playground and the other is at the southeast corner of Bloomfield and Ridgewood Avenues.  Mayor Bergmanson referred the correspondence to the Borough’s arborist, Steve Schuckman and to the Public Works Committee.

A letter / report to Administrator Rohal from Neil Rubenstein of Realty Appraisal Company updating the Council on the progress made by the appraisal company during the month of November 2007.  Mayor Bergmanson ordered that the report be filed.

     Mayor Bergmanson wished everyone happy holidays and he reported that the annual Borough Tree Lighting event was spectacular as usual.
     Mayor Bergmanson suspended the Regular Order Of Business to conduct the second of two public hearings on the suggested application projects for the  2008  Community Development Block Grant Program.
